Chesham in Bloom is kicking off this 
year’s campaign by joining a national 
weekend of tree planting.

The Royal Horticultural Society and Woodland Trust 
have	 generously	 provided	 us	 with	 over	 400	 free	
trees to plant around Chesham. We will be holding a 
community tree planting event in the upper park on 
Saturday 26th March from 10am to 2pm and we would 
love some help! If you can bring a spade, sensible 
footwear, your gardening gloves and most importantly 
bucket loads of enthusiasm, we would be delighted to 
meet you by the Rolling Pin (the mound surrounded 
by a ring of trees) in the Upper Park at 10 am.

We have chosen a mix of native trees such as 
rowan and hawthorn, to encourage wildlife and will be 
planting the small saplings to fill up the gaps along 
the park boundary as well as replacing missing trees 
from the Sovereign Coppice at the far western end of 
the park. 

We are also giving some of our free trees to local 
schools, which will be holding their own planting 
events during March. Participating schools include 
Brushwood, Elmtree, Heritage House, Waterside and 
Chartridge. This will give the children the opportunity 
to take a hands-on approach to gardening and they’ll 
get to watch the trees they have planted grow from 
year to year.
